SYSTEMS OF THE BODY.

There are several main systems of the body.

The skeletal system consists of the bones of the body, ligaments and cartilages
which join them. The chief function of the skeletal system is structural. The muscular
system consists of the skeletal muscles and their associated structures. The main function
of this system is to move us about. The nervous system consists of the brain and spinal
cord, nerves, ganglia and receptors. It is a complex information system with all the
necessary means for receiving, processing and communicating information. The
circulatory system consists of the heart and blood vessels and the blood which is pumped
through the blood vessels by the heart. Its function is mainly that of transportation
system: the nutrients, oxygen, special substances which are required by cells are carried
by the blood stream; and the cellular wastes and sometimes other materials produced by
the cells are carried away by the blood stream. The digestive system consists of the
alimentary canal and number of associated glands that help turn food and liquids into the



building blocks and fuel the body needs. The respiratory system consists of the lungs, air
passages leading to them and associated structures. Its main function is to convey oxygen
to the lungs, where it can enter the blood stream and to remove carbon dioxide, which
escapes from the blood into the lung spaces. The urinary system consists of the kidneys
which produce urine by removing nitrogenous and other wastes from the blood: the two
ureters, which convey the urine away from the kidneys, the urinary bladder, where the
urine is stored until it is discharged and the urethra through which the urine is
discharged. The endocrine system consists of a number of glands throughout the body
which produce regulatory substances called hormones. The endocrine system serves to
regulate a large number of activities.

The Alimentary Tract.

The alimentary tract is a canal about 8 ’2 metres in length. It extends from the oral
cavity to the anus. It consists of the mouth, pharynx, esophagus, stomach, small intestine,
large intestine. The liver with gallbladder and pancreas are the large glands of the
alimentary tract. The mouth forms the first division of the alimentary tract. From the
mouth food passes through the pharynx to the esophagus and then to the stomach. The
stomach is a dilated portion of the alimentary canal. It is in the upper part of the abdomen
under the diaphragm. It measures about 21-25 cm. in length, 8-9cm. in its greatest
diameter. It has capacity of from 2 to 4 litres. The small intestine is about 6.5 metres long.
It is located in the middle portion of the abdominal cavity. The large intestine is about 1.5
metres long. It is divided intocaecum, colon, and rectum. The liver is the largest gland in
the human body. It is in the right upper part of the abdominal cavity under the diaphragm.
The weight of the liver is 1, 500 gr. The gallbladder is a hollow sac (memiok) lying on the
lower surface of the liver. The pancreas is a long thing gland behind the stomach.

A seriously injured person needs immediate attention from paramedics or other emergency
medical personnel. However, you can help the injured person before medical professionals
arrive.

First, check for responsiveness. If an injured person is unresponsive, check for breathing
and a pulse. If they are missing, perform CPR. (Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation)



CPR consists of chest compressions, designed to restart the heart and circulateoxygenated
blood, and rescue breathing, designed to provide oxygen for someone who cannot breath
on their own. If a defibrillator is available, this is an easier and more effective way to
reset an abnormal heartbeat.

Sterilize any open wounds that an injured person has and place a bandage over them.
Look for blisters that indicate a first- or second-degree burn and cool them with cold
water or ice. For those in shock, elevate their feet, cover them with a blanket and get help.

People with serious injuries such as third-degree burns require painkillers like morphine
and other treatments that you cannot provide. Wait with the injured person until help
arrives.
